public, ie in local newspaper or on websites.

e Ask participants in advance if you want to use cameras, video cameras, recording devices or
other electronic devices to record your findings.

e |[f participants want their names to remain confidential or anonymous — respect that.

e Respect the protocols wherever you are, for example on marae and at urupa etc.

e If you are using photographs that do not belong to you make sure you include details of who
owns the photographs and/or where you got the photographs from.

Who May Enter: The competition is open to students in Year 7 or Year 8 in the 2015 school year. Students must
attend schools within the Rotorua district, or be home schooled in the Rotorua district.

*Be the original work of the student

*Be completed within the time period of this competition (1 January 2015 — 30 March 2015)
*Have never been entered in any other competition or appeared elsewhere

Contest Prizes: Prizes are generously donated by Ngati Whakaue Education Endowment Trust Board.

The winner in each of the four categories will receive an iPad for themselves. A digital camera and
3D printer will be donated to their school/learning group or home-school. This school/learning
group/home-school must be nominated on the entry form.
